Pledge to live in Frontier House

1. Compliance with Period of Stay

I (Occupant ) agree that I will move into Frontier Bldg . from March 8, 2024 and will leave
the dormitory by 11 a.m. of June 2, 2024 . In case that I remain in the building without any
notice after the appointed period , I am aware that I can not raise any objection to the eviction

from the dormitory.

2. Immediate Eviction

In accordance with occupants' regulation, I am aware that [ cannot raise any
objection when I do not abide by the regulation. When I have to leave the room due
to the violation of the regulation, I will immediately inform KLC office to let them
substitute a new occupant to the room.
% Reasons for Immediate Eviction
Smoking, drinking and cooking in the dormitory building. Carrying a refrigerator or
electric heating appliances (air conditioner, electric heating pad and etc.) Bringing in

outsiders or someone in relationship and letting them stay the night.

3. Early leaves
I agree that I will not be able to get any refund even if I need to leave the

dormitory earlier than the appointed period.

4. Consent on life regulations in the dormitory

I as an occupant of Frontier Bldg. will follow the life regulations and will not enter
or violate the regulations of other dormitory buildings without permission. When
violate, I will not raise any objection to the eviction from the dormitory or

corresponding penalties.

5. Criminal or common law responsibilities on damage to dormitory property

When dormitory property is damaged intentionally by an occupant or with any
causes related to the occupant, he or she should immediately compensate for the
damage. If there are any criminal or common law responsibilities on the act of an
occupant, he or she has to assume the responsibilities. When the damage is due to an

unintentional act, he or she may only need to immediately compensate for the damage.
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
